Instructions to the Tenderers / Bidders for the e-submission of the bids online through
the e-tender site of M/s National Informatics Centre (NIC)

Bidders should do the registration in the tender site

https://epr _ocure.gov.in/eprocure /app using the option available (online bidder
enrolment). Then the Digital Signature registration has to be done with the e -token, after
logging into the site. The e -token may be obtained from one of the authori zed Certifying
Authorities such as nCode / eMudhra /safe script.

Bidder then need to login to the site through their user ID / password chosen during
registration.

The e-token that is registered should be used by the bidder only and should ensure safety
of the same.

and time it left the jetty of the seller and the estimated date & hour when expected to call at
the discharge port together with other details as may be required by buyer.



Further, seller shall either give or arrange with the Master of the  vessel to give 96 hours, 72
hour s, 48 hour s and 214 hour s’ notice to the
